Starting work at the end of Decem­
ber, Arago n Construction, together
with principal Larry Jones of Lau­
rence G. Jones Architecture, began
transform ing what was previously
office space for a catalog marketing
design firm into an upd ated arena for
a company that is entirely digit al­
based. "The old company needed
tons of storage space for paper,
photos and catalogs," said Jones.
"Right Med ia needed none of that,
everyt hing exists on the Internet for
them; what they needed were places
to have spontaneous meetings in, so
we created less form alofficearrange­
ments." Design elements included a
lot ofglass , sliding doors, IT room s,
meeting spaces and lounges.

But it was the amaz ingly tight
schedule that was the project's real
challenge: " In fact , Right Media
had to leave their space early, so
a week was taken off the schedule
in the midst of it all," said Arago n
president Alex Gete lman.

Mic hae l Doet sch , man aging
director of Will iam son , Picket ,
Gross , Inc., brokered the deal in
late October for a seven-year lease
on behalf of Right Media.
